‭Historical Books‬

‭Includes Books of Kings, Judges, 1 Samuel‬

‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Samson and Delilah‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of David and Goliath‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of David’s Kingdom‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the stories of the Hebrew Kings‬

‭Prophetic Books‬

‭Includes Books of Jonah, Isaiah, Ezekial, Daniel‬

‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Hebrew prophets preaching God’s Word‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story the Hebrew prophets telling the people to follow God and His covenants‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Jonah and the Whale‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Daniel and the Lion’s Den‬

‭Gospels‬

‭Includes Books of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John‬

‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Jesus’ birth (the Nativity)‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the stories of Jesus’ preaching (e.g., “Do unto others as you would have them do‬

‭unto you”)‬
‭●‬ ‭Tells the story of Jesus’ death and resurrection‬
